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ABSTRACT

The aim of this study is to develop a valid and reliable attitude scale that helps to reveal the nursing students’ attitudes towards
clinical practices. In the study; which was designed in a methodological type, firstly 34 draftitems were created which measured
the attitude towards clinical applications that were in line with the literature. The scale, which was submitted to expert opinion
and reduced to 32 items accordingly to the recommendations, was applied to 365 students who were studying in the nursing
department. In the Explanatory Factor Analysis (EFA), the scale was reduced to 26 items, based on item factor loads. Factor
loadings of the items in the scale ranged between 0.347-0.745. Comparative fit indices Root Mean Square of Approximate Errors
(RMSAE)=0.097 and Square Root of Residual Means (RMR)= 0.09 as a result of the Confirmatory Factor Analysis (CFA) performed
by collecting data from 127 students, excluding the students participating for EFA. The Cronbach Alpha value of the scale was
0.93. As aresult, the developed scale proved to be a valid and reliable measurement tool in terms of measuring the attitudes of
nursing students towards clinical practice. It is thought that the developed scale can be used in research regarding the factors
affecting the emotions, achievements, values and skills of nursing students concerning clinical practice. It is recommended
that research on the reliability of the scale should also be conducted with different reliability tests such as test-retest.
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Hemsirelik Ogrencileri igin Klinik Uygulamalara Yonelik Tutum Olgegi'nin Gelistirilmesi

Bu arastirmanin amaci, hemsirelik 6grencilerinin klinik uygulamalara iliskin tutumlarini ortaya koymaya yarayan gecerli ve
guvenilir bir tutum olceginin gelistiriimesidir. Metodolojik tipte tasarlanan calismada, ilk olarak literatir dogrultusunda klinik
uygulamalara yonelik tutum olcen 34 taslak madde olusturulmustur. Uzman géristne sunulan ve éneriler dogrultusunda
32 maddeye diistrilen 6lgek hemsirelik boliminde okuyan 365 6grenciye uygulanmistir. Acimlayici faktér analizinde (AFA),
madde faktor yuklerine bakilarak olcek 26 maddeye dustrilmustur. Olgekteki maddelerin faktor yukleri 0,347-0,745 arasinda
degismektedir. Agimlayici faktér analiziicin katilan 6grencilerin disinda, 127 6grenciden tekrar veri toplanarak yapilan dogrulayici
faktor analizi sonucunda ise karsilastirmali uyum indeksleri Yaklasik Hatalarin Ortalama Karekoki (RMSEA)= 0,097 ve Artik
Ortalamalarin Karekoki (RMR)= 0,09 olarak hesaplanmistir. Olgegin Cronbach Alfa dederi 0,93'tir. Sonug olarak, gelistirilen
olcegin hemsirelik 6grencilerinin klinik uygulamalara yonelik tutumlari 6lgmede gecerli ve guvenilir bir 6lgme araci oldugunu
kanitlamaktadir. Gelistirilen olcegin hemsirelik 0grencilerinin klinik uygulamalara yonelik duygularini, basarilarini, degerlerini
ve becerilerini etkileyen faktorlere yonelik arastirmalarda kullanilabilecegi distnilmekte olup, 6lcegin givenilirligine yonelik
arastirmalarin test-tekrar test gibi farkli gtvenilirlik testleriyle de yapilmasi dnerilmektedir.
